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Abstract
Sufism has various acceptances. A large portion of Muslims have
accepted it as important Islamic entity and lived their lives
accordingly. On the other hand, some others have denied it and
considered it against Islam and its teaching. It is because of the
teachings mixed in Sufism by the people after the reign of Khair ur
Qurun. Some mutualistic and worldly greedy people confused the
real teachings of Sufism with that of Chinese, Buddhist and Greek
thought of meditation. There was a time when Sufism was
considered as meditation and living life of loneliness and being
separated from society was considered to be more powerful in
relation with Allah. But in actual it was a right concept. In this regard
a lot of Islamic Scholars criticised Sufism as a negative image of
Islam and treated it as against the teachings of Islam. This article
deals with one of those concepts and clears that real Sufism is not

against Islam. It clears that there are some misconceptions among
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scholars and general masses about Sufism. These misconceptions
must be removed by literary activities.
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
